· Landfill: After discussion with the Solid Waste Inspection Division, the identified violation was removed.  An email removing the violation is on file with the report with the auditor. 
· Lagoon: $23,000 grant accepted (pending approval); motion not to burn lagoon area to prevent erosion. Motion passed. 
· Lift Station: Electrical upgrades nearly complete; funding from donations and grants approved for expenses. Sewer fee notices are to be sent Nov 3, 2025, and NLT due Feb 15, 2026. Council agreed to preserve sewer funds for sustainability.
· Streets/Ditches/Culverts: County repaired culverts and cleaned debris; compensation sought for damages caused by drunk driver. Plans for further cleaning and dirt moving in spring; excess dirt to be used for landfill cover.
· Grants/Donations: Received $250 for skating rink, $200 for lighting/skate racks, $1,000 for roller skates, and possibly $2,500 for lift station electrical fees. Thanks extended to donors.
· 2026 Budget: County tax valuation increased; city expects about $1,000 more in county distribution for 2026
New Business
· Garbage/Sewage Fees: No increase for 2026; rates remain as established.
· Municipal Code Publication: Motion passed to publish penalties and set a special meeting for code approval.

· Thanks given for budget work and city maintenance efforts.
· Discussion with Jeff Anderson about culvert repairs, lift station access road, and burning the wood pile behind his house.
